6.1. Village Hall bench — AK confirmed she had spoken with John Crysell who is
happy to undertake the work. Estimated costs for the work is £50-£100, all
agreed to approve the costs.

7.1.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

Co-OPTION OF NEW COUNCILLOR

7.1.1

Following the resignation of James Perry, DT welcomed SPA into the Parish
Council following his successful co-option.

7.2.

COVID SUPPORT

7.2.1.

DT raised the idea of moving the book exchange from the village hall to the
bus shelter to make it more accessible during lockdown. Signs would be put
in place to encourage COVID sanitising. DT had spoken with Suffolk
Libraries for guidance regarding quarantining of books, etc. SH wondered if
the demand were there for such an idea, CP felt that sanitising the books
after handling could be a problem. PRed was also concerned regarding the
sanitation of the plastic box and lid that would hold the books. SC felt that it
would be irresponsible to start such a scheme now, but felt the concept was
a good one. The consensus was that the timing was wrong due to current
infection rates, but to hold the idea for the future less restrictive times.

7.2.2.

DT raised the idea of a seed exchange — much like the book exchange and
to also be in the bus shelter. As with the book exchange, it was regarded
with positivity, but to be held until current lockdown restrictions are lifted.

7.2.3.

DT also tabled the idea of IT support for the villagers who have had
problems trying to connect virtually with their family. Everyone thought this
was an excellent idea and DT is to explore further.

7.2.4.

Vaccine sites for the Barrow surgery patients are in Bury, whilst
Wickhambrook patients need to be able to get to Haverhill. DT questioned
how we could help to get people to these sites who may have transport
issues. Under current restrictions we are not able to mix with people outside
of our bubble, SC proposed that the PC could be approached to help with
taxi costs. PR suggested that those experiencing difficulties should be
advised to approach the PC and then decisions can be made on a case by
case basis as Covid rules change.

7.2.5.

It was agreed that the demand for the book share, seed exchange and IT
support would be gauged by an article in the village newsletter, as well as
advise to everyone to approach the PC if they are having trouble with
anything.

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7.3.

WOODLAND TRUST

7.3.1.

AK confirmed that the tubes and stakes had been ordered and were due for
delivery w/c 25" Jan. A discussion was had regarding how the planting was
going to be achieved due to the Covid lockdown situation. AK reported that
government advise did allow meetings of more than 1 person outside if it
was for voluntary work — which the tree planting is. It was agreed on this
basis that a family bubble would be able to meet up with either DT, AK or
Martin Gilbert on Knowles Green at a prearranged time to be guided on the
tree planting, with all Covid restrictions adhered to.

7.3.2

Martin has already marked out all the trees positions, and colour coded the
canes according to the tree variety to be planted.

Planting will commence once the stakes and tubes have been delivered,
with the aim to have everything planted before the end of Feb.

7.3.3

AK to update the village via the newsletter and contact those that have
already volunteered by email.

7.4.

HERITAGE PROJECT

7.4.1.

PRed thanked PR for all his work on the Heritage website, SPA
congratulated the project for such a good website. The plan for a
permanent exhibition in the church is still in place, although the completion
event planned for June is less likely because of Covid.

7.5.

VILLAGE HALL

7.5.1.

CP reported that the Village Hall committee were in receipt of 3 architects
drawings and costings as well as a Prefab solution. The next step is for a
presentation to the village and collecting their input, this is currently
impossible due to Covid.

7.5.2.

The land ownership at the front of the hall has still not been established
although it is likely to belong to highways. CP proposed that we apply for
possessory ownership as it is unlikely that Highways would fight. 1t is a
legal process — AK to find out some solicitors that have experience in this
field. AK will also go over the old PC records to see if there are any
references to the legal team involved in the transfer of ownership of the
village hall in 1973 and if the firm used then are still practising.

PRed had reported that the manhole cover behind the hall was damaged.
This has now been cordoned off and is in the process of being fixed.

DT reported that the footpath post that was damaged has been reported to
Suffolk County Council.

The HGV sign has been damaged, Jill Upton has contacted Vic Turner who
is looking into fixing/replacing it.

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7.6. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN

7.6.1. CP confirmed that the survey had been distributed to the village, although | AK
replies have been slow, he is still hopeful for a good response.

AK is to post a reminder and a link for the online survey on the village
facebook page.

7.6.2. CP and AK confirmed that the groundwork grant had been paid.

7.6.3. CP advised that meetings with lan Poole were confirmed and everything
was on track.

7.7. PLAYGROUND

7.7.1. DT advised that the trees had now been cut back.

7.7.2. There is a large pile of woodchip available for anyone that would be able to
make use of it. A discussion was had on spreading the chips on the muddy
footpaths around the village. This was not a viable option as the mud would
quickly absorb all the chippings making it a very short term solution.

7.7.3. A complaint had been received regarding a loose metal fitting holding the | DT
rope on one of the climbing frames. DT has inspected the site and
confirmed a replacement fitting is required. Playdale have quoted £300 to
undertake the work- the PC felt this was a high cost for the job. DT to check
the warranty timescale as the play equipment is quite new, and to explore
alternative ways of fixing the problem. It was confirmed that although the
play item is damaged, it is not dangerous and does not need to be cordoned
off.

continue as fraudsters look to take advantage of

the rollout to so many people. Cold calls regarding the vaccine are also beginning to take place —
there have already been reports of scammers asking people to pay for it over the phone. If you
receive one of these calls, hang up.

West Suffolk Hospital has been granted planning permission for a new decant ward while urgent repair
works take place

A new 32-bed ward is to be built at West Suffolk Hospital to maintain services while urgent repair work takes
place.

West Suffolk Council granted planning permission shortly before Christmas for the hospital to create a
single-storey extension to the existing facility which will form a 'decant ward' - bed space for patients and
staff to move into to allow healthcare to continue uninterrupted while maintenance work takes place at
other wards.

The hospital said it will have 32 beds and hopes it will be ready by summer 2021.
A spokesman from West Suffolk NHS Foundation Trust said: "Our long term plan is to build a new healthcare
campus for Bury St Edmunds but while that work takes place we need to maintain the existing West Suffolk

Hospital building, which is now more than 45-years-old.

"This new decant ward will help us minimise disruption to patients while we carry out maintenance work in
the current building.

"The new ward is designed as a modular structure which means it has the potential to both be put in place
quickly - hopefully by the summer - and also to be moved and re-used in the future."

While the hospital is due to move to a new facility being constructed at the nearby Hardwick Manor, that

scheme is not likely to be completed until after 2025, meaning some essential maintenance work is needed
to maintain the existing hospital.

Suffolk needs you to strictly follow the lockdown rules, to save Suffolk lives. By staying at home and limiting
your interaction with others, this will stop the virus moving from person to person, make fewer people ill and
ultimately prevent people from dying.

Stuart Keeble, Director of Public Health for Suffolk, said:
“My thoughts are with everyone who has been affected by the loss of a loved one.

“Sadly, there will be further deaths, but every single person has the power to bring this number down with
immediate effect, to reduce the pressure on our hospitals and to stop people from becoming ill with this
deadly disease.

“This new variant is far more infectious, it doesn’t recognise that you follow the rules most of the time, it only
takes one opportunity.

“The message could not be clearer: Stay at home. Save lives.

“The lockdown measures are in place because the new strain of the virus is spreading more easily between
people. If everyone limits their interaction with each other, we will not be giving the virus the opportunity to
affect more people.

“Do not use lockdown restrictions as a challenge to see how you can flex the rules. Question yourself every
time you think about leaving your home or getting in the car: is this the safest thing to do to protect my
friends and family? Am | putting other people’s loved ones in danger?”

As of 25 December 2020, 774 people have lost their lives.

Staying at home can bring its own challenges, including feelings of isolation or worries about finances if
you’re not able to go to work.

The NHS will contact you when it's your turn to have the vaccine.

Do not contact the NHS for a vaccination before then.

You'll need to be registered with a GP surgery in England (to get a vaccine).

You can register with a GP if you do not have one.

Please be aware the vaccine is free but there are scammers at work trying to con people into paying — do not
be taken in!

The support for people isolating because of a positive test has been extended. Previously Test and Trace
Support payments could only be given to people meeting certain criteria, including on benefits. Now Councils
across Suffolk have extended this, using their discretion, to help those on low incomes but not on benefits.
Councils across Suffolk are helping administer the Government grant scheme to help people remain at home
and do their bit to reduce the spread of COVID-19.

Those who are eligible will need to meet all the following criteria:

e You have been told to self-isolate by NHS Test and Trace on or after 28 September 2020.

e You have responded to your notification from the NHS Test and Trace and engaged with the service
by providing the legally required information.

e You are employed or self-employed.

e You cannot work from home and will lose income as a result.

e You are currently receiving at least one of the following benefits: Universal Credit, Working Tax
Credit, income-based Employment and Support Allowance, income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance,
Income

e Support, Housing Benefit and/or Pension Credit, OR (under the new discretionary powers) you have
a household income of less that £37,400 (couple or single parents) or £19,200 (single person) and
have savings of less than £3,000.

e You made your application within 14 days of the last day of your NHS test and trace self-isolation
period.

Applicants should ensure that they have the below information available before starting the application:
e NI number
e Your 8-digit test and trace ID number
e Your most recent bank statement, proof of self-employment or wage slips

Additional help, including financial aid, is also available from Suffolk Support and Advice Service. This
additional help is available for those facing financial difficulty or needing support — especially for those who
have never asked for help before. On 1 October 2020, the Suffolk Support and Advice Service phoneline
was launched to help people across the county access information or support relating to debt, benefits,
housing or employment.

Seven new projects were announced just before Christmas as part of the Suffolk 2020 fund to support
residents and improve the county for years to come.

As part of the council’s investment in Suffolk’s communities and its ongoing commitment to protecting the
environment, the authority launched a special one-off fund in March with the aim of setting up and delivering
a range of initiatives and projects that provide a positive, tangible impact in what has proven to be an
extremely challenging year.

The announced initiatives and projects are as followed:

New booking system and automatic number plate recognition at Household Waste Recycling
Centres — Improving the efficiency and customer experience across all 11 recycling centres by enhancing
the online booking system using automatic number plate recognition (ANPR) and automated entry barriers.

Adult Digital Learning - Developing new virtual learning tools and techniques and setting up a laptop loan
scheme to strengthen and extend access to the Adult Learning Service for those living in digital and/or rural
isolation. This approach will enable people to enhance their knowledge and skills to secure employment.
Building on the swift switch to virtual learning during lockdown, we will further develop virtual learning for
adults across Suffolk and use new technologies to enrich and improve the quality of interaction and training,
modernising the service’s offer.

Youth Work - Developing and supporting growth of grass roots organisations to deliver accessible, high
quality provision for youths across Suffolk. Includes creation of a virtual ‘Centre of Excellence’ to share best
practice and provide a ‘one stop shop’ of support for youth groups across Suffolk.

Discovering Suffolk — raising awareness of Suffolk’s countryside and the county’s rights of way network,
promoting local (Covid-safe) outdoor activities across all of Suffolk with the development of a smartphone
outdoor app and QR codes to engage new audiences.

Automated Numberplate Recognition Speed Indicators — Devices will be installed at the roadside to
tackle localised problems with speeding drivers. The devices will be periodically moved between sites of
concern and the data will be forwarded to the Police to assist with targeted enforcement.

Virtual Reality therapy - Engagement and coproduction with people living with dementia and their carers to
explore and develop interactive and therapeutic experiences to support wellbeing. These would be delivered
through mobile virtual reality headsets and include bespoke content and interactions based around archive
media of Suffolk.

Mobile Community ‘Care Hubs’ - Digitally equip and staff selected community vehicles accessing rural
communities within Suffolk. This will support digital inclusion and provide a way to share information and
provide help around the opportunities available with care technologies and other digital skills.

The work involved in setting up and enabling these projects will begin in early 2021, setting in motion a range
of new community projects that will benefit people for years to come. The council’s agreement to move
forwards with these exciting projects listed above follows the successful launch of the first three Suffolk
20202 projects that were announced over recent months:

EV Vehicle Charging Points — Making grants available to install around 100 vehicle charging points
throughout the county. Particularly targeting rural areas and sites owned and managed by not-for-profit
organisations such as Parish Councils, village halls, sports clubs, libraries and charities.

Tree Planting - Increasing tree cover, through rural and urban planting schemes, planting approximately
100,000 trees over the next 18 months, establishing ‘healing woodlands’ to remember those lost to Covid-19,
and increasing biodiversity along roadside verges.

Quiet Lanes - Encouraging the use of non-motorised vehicles and more considerate driving at lower speeds
along a range of the community’s self-selected rural lanes, with a view to adding 200 new lanes across
Suffolk.
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
